Packing List for a Two Week Session

Adjust accordingly for one week sessions

twin sheets (bunk mattresses are 4” X 29” X 74™)
1 heavy blanket (nights can be very cold)
2 cotton or light blankets
1 pillow
2 pillow cases
Sleeping bag (for overnights away from cabin, can serve as one of the heavy blankets)
2 nighties, pajamas, nightgowns (note: some sessions there are Pajama parades)
1 sweater or heavy shirt (sweatshirts are sold at camp on Check-in days)
1 warm jacket
2 long sleeve shirts
6 - 10 T-shirts
2 long pants (more if you will be riding for two weeks)
6 - 8 shorts
14-16 pairs of underwear
2 pairs of sneakers (we do not allow open toe footwear)
Adequate socks (at least 14 pair)
2 bathing suits
4 towels
1 raincoat or poncho (ABSOLUTELY NECESSARY!)
2 washcloths
1 good flashlight with batteries
1 back-up flashlight with batteries
1 laundry bag with camper’s name on it
Insect repellent (non aerosol)
Toiletries as needed. No glass containers
Container to carry personal toiletries to and from the shower
Dress clothes for Mass and/or Closing Banquet and dance.
Trunk- We recommend packing as much as possible into a standard army/navy trunk or a large hard
plastic container. These make it easier to access belongings and are easy to store at the end of the bed.
Please do not bring plastic or cardboard drawer units.

Shower flip-flops

Riding boots and helmet (we provide both)

MP3 player with audio content only: Use of these is restricted to specific times
Theme Night clothing or accessories (Please see the Theme Night Schedule on our website)
Battery operated personal fan. Please DO NOT bring an electric fan.

Softball glove, Tennis racquet, Lacrosse or Field Hockey Stick (we have several for camper use)
Musical instrument (can be stored in camp office)

depending on your child’s habits. We cannot assume responsibility for damage or theft of personal items or
items damaged when out to the laundry. Clotheslines are available to dry wet clothes and towels.
